We had 10
straight days of clear crisp weather before we got a 10" snow dump. as 2 going-away

3 oz. sharp cheese, grated
1/2 teaspoon cayenne pepper
1/2 teaspoon sait

2 cups Rice Krasp1es

Pinch off small pieces of dough and shape
into 3/4 inch balls. Place on baking
sheet and bake in 350* oven for 15-20
minutes. Allow balls to cool before
removing from pan with spatula.

GREEN CHILE CHEESE L06

Between two sheets .of waxed paper, roll
until 1/4 inch thick:
- 1 (1 1b.) package Velvetta cheese

Whip and spread over Velvetta:
- 1 {8 oz.) package Cream Cheese
{Jdanet uses Philly "1ite")

On top of cream cheese, place:

-1 {7 oz.) can whole green chilies,
seeded, washed, and chopped

-1 (4 1/2 oz.) can chopped black olives
